Ste. Genevieve Jour de Fete (8/15/04)
Right on Manchester

South on I-270 

South on Route 3

Exit at Quarry Rd. to Shell Station (comfort stop)

Leave Shell Station, turn Right on Bluff Road

Stay on Bluff Road into Modoc, IL.

In Valmeyer, jog left on 156, straight thru “alley”, then right.
At Rte 7 (Maeystown Rd), jog left then right 

In Prairie du Rocher, turn right onto IL 155 (Henry St.), then immediately left back onto Bluff Rd
In Modoc, follow signs to ferry ($4).  Cross river to Ste. Genevieve.
Exit ferry and go left.  Take first right (winds through city park).
Left on 4th Street (end of park); go through town
Left on Rozier (just past Legion Hall)

Left on Hwy 61

Left on St. Mary Road

Park at Peggy’s

Peggy’s house is a 3-story, blue/gray vinyl siding with white trim.  Sign in front yard says "FROM THE HEART".  You may pull into grass driveway on SOUTH side of property and park in yard.  Peggy will leave the front door open and have iced tea ready.  IMPORTANT: Leave the upstairs bedroom doors closed to keep her cats inside and jiggle toilet handles if necessary to make sure they shut off.
